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THE “SHUAB-1 PANJGANA" AS A SOURCE ON THE HISTORY OF THE “FIVE PEOPLES”

Abstract. The article is dedicated to a general review of one of the works of the medieval Persian historian Ra-
shid al-Din — Shuab-i panjgana, which is an important source on the history of the Golden Horde. The work, known in
one copy and stored in the museum of the Topkapi library in Istanbul, contains genealogical tables of the ruling dynas-
ties of the Turkic-Mongols, Jews, Arabs, Franks, and Chinese. Rashid al-Din, in the introduction to the genealogical
composition, reports that he had the goal of writing the history of all mankind, however, since it was impossible to
“describe the genealogy of every nation and every tribe,” he had to concentrate on the kind of prophet Muhammad,
Adam, the father of the human race, and the ruling dynasties. The Turkic-Mongolian part of the genealogy, which is a
kind of appendix to Rashid al-Din’s main historical work “Jami at-tavarikh”, clearly shows the correlation of the two
Rashid ad-din’s works: the genealogical tables in “Jami at-tavarikh” appeared in as a “training” before the composition
of “Shuab-i Panjgana”, in which the genealogical data were presented in an updated, supplemented form, which we
wrote about in more detail in a number of articles. The Arab-Jewish part is a classic genealogy of the Abramic prophets
with a detailed description of their descendants, with a detailed indication of the founders of ancient settlements, inven-
tors of writing, sciences (medicine, astronomy, etc.). In the Frankish part, Rashid al-Din gives a consistent list of Popes
and the Holy Roman Emperors. A comparative study of this recently introduced manuscript can enrich research ideas
about the history of the Golden Horde and the Middle Ages as a whole.
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
