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Abstract. Charlie Hebdo's religious caricatures have caused much controversies, with views
divided between those defending "Art" and those not willing to accept the new contexts of
interpretation. Although there seems to be an unresolvable difference of opinion, the problem could
be approached if we accept that different cognitive principles of interpretation underlie these views.
The dichotomy "teaching perception versus resisting the destruction of an entity of a religious sign”
might help to shed light on the cognitive mechanisms driving each of the groups. My hypothesis is
that the cartoonists who, have inherited the legacy of carnival tradition in European culture, aim to
form alternative views of the subject. Contrary to the widely held belief that those who oppose
artistic creation in the form of religious caricatures fight the European set of values and freedom of
speech, they actually struggle to preserve a stable configuration of sign on which their cognition is
based. Semiotics, Literary Criticism and Cognitive Science provide the tools for analysis of
practical examples.
